Booth Acceptance: The following items must be on file with the Ev@uard to receive
vending space:

1. Signed vending agreement.

2. Copy of sales tax permit. (Temporary sales tamjterare available at the
Idaho State Tax Commission. 800-972-7660.)

3. Plans (pictures or drawings) for your booth décor.

Booths and any attachments must stay within theydated area. There will be NO
“sub-leasing” of vendor space.

Booth Decorations:Each vendor is responsible to create an atmospifi&eandinavia
in the booth. This includes all workers being deelsis at least simple Scandinavian
costume at all times.

Examples of Scandinavian booth décor are: floweigoets, flower garlands, greenery,
rosmaling, Scandinavian flags, thatched roofing @lddScandinavian designs.

Costumes: All individuals working in booths must be in Scanavian costume at all
times

Simple women'’s costume white blouse, long dark skirt, and apron. Mueelitional
costume is: white blouse with long sleeves, amnar long (mid-calf to floor length)
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skirt, coordinating small shaw,| daisy wreath oastinavian style bonnet.

Simple men’s costume iswvhite shirt with long sleeves and dark, long pariflore
traditional costume is white shirt with long slesydark colored vest, knickers just below
the knee, plain white, knee-length stockings. Nie b@gs. Shoes: Brown or black.
Wooden clogs are great. [doeakers.

Colors are, but not limited to:

Norway: red, navy blue, white

Denmark: blue, red, black, white

Sweden: white or yellow apron on medium, brighbtiglue

Fabrics should be coordinating solids, stripeslaids. No florescent shades.

Deliveries: Skandi Dag will not be responsible for propertgrhibitors. No deliveries
will be accepted at the Festival on behalf of tikaikitor.

Drawings: Vendors who wish to offer a drawing must includis ih their jury
application. Drawings must not require the comteisto submit more than the
information needed to run the contest, (Name, phatéress) nor can drawing require a
purchase or obligation of any kind. This inforneatimust be handwritten on the forms
by the patron and can be solicited on a voluntasigonly.

You must jury the prizes and a sign giving the éxigscription of the prizes and when
the drawing will be held. All drawing must be helfter the close of the Festival.

Games of Chance:The Festival prohibits all forms of gambling andges of chance
during all events. Raffles may not be conducted.

Jury Process A list of all products and literature offered gu at the Festival must be
submitted to the Vendor Committee for approval.ly@nose items listed and approved
may be sold in your booth. (To promote your bussnesir aim is to avoid duplication of
products for sale.)

Sales Tax: All vendors must have a copy of a permanent or teany Idaho State Sales
Tax number on file with the Festival director b&ftxeing allowed to transact any
business at the Festival.

The Idaho Sales Tax Act requires every retailelaged in business in ldaho to obtain a
seller's permit. Retailers are also required titecd (6%) six percent Idaho sales tax on
each retail sale that is not exempt from tax. Témsimmediately becomes the property
of the State held in trust by the retailer. Conthe Idaho State Tax Commission office
for any questions and forms at 800-972-7660.

Security: The Festival is not responsible for the loss ofdkleibitor’'s goods or displays
by theft or any other means. Each exhibitor shenlslre that their goods or displays are
